What was your Canossian school experience like duri ng your time?

| spent 12 years in SAC from kindergarten right though to secondary school. My
parents chose to send me and my 5 sisters to SAC because it was a safe place
and we would secure a good moral education besides academic excellence. |
loved our school uniform, especially the blue pinafore. | enjoyed studies as well
as catechism time when the Sisters would tell us stories of the saints. On
hindsight, it was truly the formation of the heart, a time of moulding the young
shoots into strong personalities, capable of serving God and nation. | still
remember how we would greet the Sisters when they came into class with the
salutation: "Praise be Jesus and Mary, Mother!" and the nun would answer,
"Forever!

What inspired you to become a Canossian Sister?

I was deeply inspired by the missionary Sisters who came from lItaly. It awed me
that a young and beautiful person could have the courage to leave her family and
homeland in order to share the Good News of God's love with some "strangers"
in some "ulu" place. Besides, the Sisters were really dedicated to us students;
they were always there for us, even after school. | remembered Mother Therese
Spadoni, my Maths teacher. While most of us were doing our work after the day's
lesson was explained, she would go round to the weaker students (calling them
"my treasures”) to give them extra coaching. On Saturdays, there were other
Sisters who dedicated themselves to social services, giving out rations to the
poor who came to the door. As students, we would be invited to help prepare
these rations during the week. Those who joined were known as "Angels of
charity". What intrigued me most was what happened behind those bamboo
chicks that would be religiously rolled down to keep the inquisitive eyes of the
students from peeping into the private lives of the nuns. When the bell rung at a
certain hour, the Sisters, eyes modestly cast down and hands folded in front,
would appear from different nooks and corners and assemble in their community
room. From my classroom | would look out for my teacher, Sr. Joy who told me
that it was time for their "spiritual lesson" with Mother Superior. Sr. Joy was more
than just my form teacher; she was my spiritual guide, my mentor and even
though | was not a Christian, she patiently journeyed with me and eventually had
the joy of attending my baptism after my A-levels. It was a high point and a
decisive one as | remembered the strong impulse of the Holy Spirit, urging me to
consider Religious life! It would take a few more years of spiritual
accompaniment but deep within me, | "knew" God had plans for me and |
belonged to Him.

Dear Canossian Alumni,

When | was asked to write an article for this issue of the newsletter, | wondered how to convey all that is the
essence of Canossa Convent Primary School (CCPS) to you. It is a composite of so many characteristics,
features that we share in common with the other two Canossian schools over at Bedok and yet features that are
unique to us.

What makes us most different | guess is our being in the Canossian Eduplex , a community of 5 Canossian
institutions: Canossa Convent; the Canossian School; the Canossaville Children’s Home; Magdalene’s
Kindergarten; and our primary school. This was conceptualized by the sisters in the 1980s and was brought to
fruition in 1999. As a result of the close ties amongst all the institutions, we provide more comprehensive
support to the children than we could otherwise have had as independent institutions. We work very closely in
particular with the Canossian School. All their Primary 1 — 3 pupils to receive mainstream school education and
the abler girls will continue with us in Primary 4 — 6. Through this and the social integration programme, about
half of their pupils join our girls for our programmes. CCPS has been designated by the Ministry of Education as
a Satellite School, in recognition of our Integration Programme with them. CCPS also works closely with the
Canossaville Children’s Home which provides our girls with before/after school care. In addition, CCPS pupils
find meaning in reading to the pupils at Magdalene’s Kindergarten as part of their Community Involvement
Programme, while the Canossian sisters conduct Catechism classes for our Catholic pupils. In a nutshell, it
suffices to say that because of this unique “many hands” approach, which exemplifies the Eduplex motto of
“Built On Love” , the children benefit and that is what is important.

And for any school, working to benefit the pupils must mean quality programmes to provide quality education.
The CCPS learning experience is one which provides our pupils a breadth of experiences and many
opportunities to learn, both in and out of the classroom.

« Enabling confident and effective speakers - ACE Day Language Enrichment programme

« the Primary 3 drama programme and the Primary 5 & 6 Oral Language Portal programme

» Science projects like CAN-O-WORMS - recycling waste scraps into compost and fertilizer

» HEArts programme through which we provide our girls with a breadth of knowledge about the arts

» Learning Styles programme in which all Primary 4 pupils are profiled for their learning styles and

taught to manage their learning preferences.

These encapsulate some of the activities and our girls will tell you that there is much more going on in school.
However, they all have one thing in common — to form the heart of each and every one of our pupi  Is
through holistic education and character developmen t.

And this can be seen too in the achievements of the school over the last two years:

100% passes in the PSLE with quality and quantity grades above national average (25% T-score > 240)
Character Development Award (Development), Sustained Achievement Award (Aesthetics), CHERISH (Silver)
Green Audit Award (Hibiscus), National Arts Education Award (Certificate of Accomplishment), People
Developer Certification.

We are proud of our achievements for we believe that it is only through a good hoslistic values filled education
that we can mould our girls to be truly Canossian so that they be blessings to others and society. CCPS will
continue to build on the good work done to date and strive towards being a learned and caring community in the
service of God, country and family. May the rest of 2010 be filled with peace and blessings for all.
