Dear Canossian alumni,

On behalf of the EXCO of the Canossian Alumni Association, it is well into the midst of 2011 and trust that alll
is well in your lives. On 9™ April 2011, the EXCO has successfully organised the “Gran Milan Canossians
Connect dinner” and it was so heartening to see many of you at the dinner. As you are aware, Gran Milan was
again dedicated to the fundraising efforts for the PRIME school upgrading for SACSS, SACPS, CCPS and a
Performing Arts Centre? Why a Performing Arts Centre? Who am I? And, why am | here?

My ambition from young was to study medicine to become a doctor. The Second World War broke out in this
region and my education was put on hold. After the war ended | prayed hard to have my ambition fulfilled and
| was determined that if | became a doctor | would work for the poor. | then came to Singapore from Sabah,
East Malaysia to find a school to continue my education. The principal of the first school | approached rejected
my application and scolded me for wanting to study. She told me to go and find a job as | was already 20 years
old. |then went to St Anthony’s Convent in Middle Road. The Principal, Rev Mother Victoria was kind and
compassionate. | was accepted and had fond memories studying there. | did well and was admitted to the
Singapore College of Medicine. Whilst still an undergraduate, | accepted an offer to work at St. Andrew’s
Mission Hospital in Tanjong Pagar, a charitable children’s hospital for the poor. | worked there for 43 years.
This was my first and only job as a doctor.

I met my late husband Goh Sin Tub, an arts undergraduate while | was studying medicine. We were married
in 1954 for almost 50 years. Together we were blessed with 3 sons and 3 grandchildren. | have also been
doing volunteer work. | used to help care for the children abandoned at the door steps of the 1J convent in
Victoria Street in the 1950s. | was and still am involved the Fostering Scheme for children under the Ministry of
Community Development, Youth and Sports since 1967, was chairman of the Fostering Committee for 20
years and am now serving as a resource person. The Fostering Scheme provides an alternative to
institutional care for children whose parents or guardians are unable to care for them. One example |
remember is the case of a five year old girl who was badly abused by her mother and suffered brain damage.
She was placed in foster care for a long time and her mother was jailed for 6 years in 1996. Foster parents
are a special breed, they not only open their homes and hearts for children with troubled backgrounds, their
whole families are also involved. They render a very vital form of community service that goes on 24 hours a
day and 7 days a week.

I love children and | have found it meaningful working with them all my life in St Andrew’s Mission Hospital, 1J
Convent Victoria St, and the Fostering Scheme, MCYS. | believe every child has the right to grow up in a
secure and loving environment and benefit from a holistic education. This has motivated me through all these
years and this motivation has now extended to our Canossian girls. You all know that our niche area is in the
Performing Arts, an important part of a holistic education. We have won numerous awards both on the
national and worldwide stage, but we still do not have a Performance Arts Centre yet. We have begun raising
funds to make the Performance Arts Centre a reality for our students. To this end, | am donating a dollar for
every dollar donated, up to $500,000 . | am challenging you to come forward and donate so that together we
will raise $1,000,000/-. 1 do this in gratitude to my Alma Mater for the opportunity to continue with my
education and be where are | am today. | am sure you are also grateful to your Alma Mater.

I leave you with this quote by Winston Churchill: “You make living by what you get. But we make a life by what
we give.”

New design centre in convent

THE former St Anthony's Convent at 111 Middle Road will be the site of the new National Design
Centre.

It will house the Design Thinking and Innovation Academy, which will run programmes for
professionals to build design thinking capabilities, Minister for Information, Communications and
the Arts Lui Tuck Yew announced at the President's Design Award ceremony at the Istana on
Friday night.

With its central location, closeness to the buzz of the Bras Basah, Bugis and Civic Districts, and
proximity to young creative talents in NAFA and LaSalle College of the Arts, the new design centre
is well-positioned to be the key node in the design eco-system, said Mr Lui.

"The National Design Centre will effectively promote knowledge exchange and transfer, develop
trade and provide assistance to accelerate the proliferation of design in new high-growth industries
and targeted economic sectors,’ he said.

The Centre's facilities will support the development, showcasing and commercialisation of
innovative works by design talents, promising start-ups and local SMEs. Designers and
businesses can look forward to experimenting in the Prototyping Lab, or making use of design
resources at the Materials Library, among other facilities. There will also be a Design Gallery and
Design Shop to showcase and disseminate good design to visitors and users.

In addition, the Design for Enterprises Centre will be relocated to the new premise, where it will
continue to help Singapore-based enterprises adopt design for competitiveness and business
growth. 'Businesses need to embrace design thinking as an integral part of their work to become
more competitive,' added Mr Lui in his speech.
